U.S. are based on the U.S. General Services Administration’s published averages. Rates for other
U.S. jurisdictions and foreign destinations follow U.S. Department of Defense and U.S.
Department of State tables, respectively.

Pursuant to the CNMI Government Travel Regulations, NMIAC Title § 70-20.3- 110(d)(1) & (3),
per diem rates for the Continental United States and foreign destinations are calculated using the
average costs for lodging, meals, and incidentals, with a minimum allowance of $225 per day. For
travel to the Northern Islands (north of Saipan and Aguigan), a flat rate of $60.00 per day applies,
with no fractional rates permitted. Enclosed are the updated tables for your review and approval.
